EACH ANSWER (A, P, or E) MUST BE IN A COMPLETE SENTENCE

A – Answer the question with a reasonable answer (make an inference, do not put what is directly said) in a complete sentence.
P – Prove your answer by providing a quote from the text to support your answer.
E – Explain how your quote supports your answer. DO NOT say, “This is how the quote supports my answer.” Your explanation should talk about the actions or events that took place during the quote that help support and connect back to your answer.
